Overall Situation

e Tropical Depression Karen intensified into a Tropical Storm last October 13,
and into a Typhoon by October 14

e By 4 am on October 15, the eye of Karen was at 125 km Northeast of Virac,
Catanduanes with maximum sustained winds of up to 130 kph near the center
and gustiness of up to 180 kph

e On October 16, 4am, Karen made a landfall over Baler, Aurora

e The typhoon is expected to leave the Philippine Area of Responsibility tonight
